You can 
purchase a 1 flake size online for about $10.00. I did a 
Google search on “small mesh hay”, and found several 
shopping opportunities. 

Melanie uses a larger one that can be purchased from 
freedomfeeder.com. It is 4’ x 2.5. It holds about 35lbs. of 
feed for those weeks when you need to sleep in.....

I have seen these bags in action. It takes the horses a long 
time to eat because they can not fill their mouths with hay, 
they must nibble a few pieces at a time. Some of my greedy 
little devils paw the bag to try to get at the food faster. My 
filly can’t even leave the bag to steal other horses feed. 
She’s like the monkey with her hand in the jar!  If you are 
not familiar with this little story, Google search on 
“monkey jar hand” or email me! smhanews@gmail.com.
